Celebrating 95 years of success and projecting many more years of service within the Ukrainian-
Canadian community, Mohyla Institute has evolved into a mainstream post-secondary residence
providing a wholesome environment and desirable services for youth and young adults. Food
services are central to Mohyla Institute's di"erentiation from other residences. The sta" is
proud to be continually improving the homemade hearty meals and comfort foods provided

to residents. However, except for a few pieces purchased in 2011, our large scale food services
equipment is original to the current building - a mere 47 years old! Plans are under way for
upgrades in this area including modern, energy e#cient ovens, grills, baking equipment, and
most importantly, a new ventilation system. The cost will be approximately $100,000.

Further to that, trends within the Ukrainian-Canadian and general student markets show that
dorm living is not fully satisfying our core students' needs. In particular, many Institute residents
have expressed a need for access to food preparation equipment from time to time. It is with this
in mind that we appeal to the community to assist us in providing Mohyla residents with a fully
equipped breakfast nook and eating bar. Key equipment in this facility would include the usual
items like a microwave and refrigerator, but go beyond these basics to include a toaster oven,
rice cooker, sink amenities and more. This sort of facility would greatly enhance the experience
of the residents today, without requiring extensive renovations to our building.

Looking beyond the immediate needs of the residents, we are also evaluating the potential for
the Institute's facilities to be used for meetings, functions, etc. An eating bar designed to double
as a serving bar would greatly assist in Mohyla Institute's ability to venture into other revenue
generating areas, assisting in stabilizing the Institute as a self-sustained non-proet organization.
In our economy today, this is essential to survival and continued growth, particularly for non-
proet organizations. Phase one of this initiative will cost approximately $3000, which will see
the installation of basic cabinets. Phase two would then be funded by the increase in revenue
generated from these facilities.

Our Board of Directors, administration and sta" are committed to organizational growth and
development. Members, alumni, and friends are key to ensuring the future of the Institute.
