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Rejuvenation is in the air" Over the last months the Institute has successfully reached goals pertaining 
to process e#  ciencies and cost e$ ectiveness, leading to operational self-sustainability. Funds made 
available through these e$ orts have been redirected to refurbishing the building.

More than %20,000 has been invested into new bu$ et equipment, signi! cantly impacting the 
continued freshness of food served. Another %25,000 has been invested into new furniture for the 
bedrooms. Early in May, new bed frames, mattresses, linens and blinds will be installed, modernizing 
resident rooms and increasing functionality. The latter results in increased revenue opportunities, 
particularly through the summer months.

For our donors, this means that donations are treated with a higher degree of focus, as they are 
free to address the larger issues that arise out of the aging of the building. We wish to express our 
appreciation for the communities support through donations of funds and time. We assure you that 
the Institute has a bright future.

A full refurbishing plan is under development. It will include all major food services equipment, 
window replacements, front entrance reroo! ng, energy e#  ciency lighting, as well as stairwell and
